Tom Weiskopf, the world's
newest golf hero, continues
to be puzzled by the Troon
course, even after winning
the British Open golf cham-
pionship over the tricky
seaside layout along Scot-
land’s western shore.

12-under-par 276 Saturday,
Weiskopf said: “T don't un-
derstand this course at all."”

Golfing  buffs wondered
what he might have shot if
he had set up a happy rela-
tionship with wind-battered,
rain-splashed Troon.

Prior to the tournament
course, Weiskopf voiced his
displeasure with the layout.
But his attitude mellowed
with a constant stream of
birdies.

Despite his original hos-
tility, Weiskopf managed lo
win convincingly, equalling
the best-ever score for the
t13-year-old " event, set on
the same course by Arnold
Palmer the last time the
tourney was played here in
1962.

“1 still say it's a tough
course,” Weiskopf main-
tained.

¢ played my best golf
ever. I never threc-putted
once during the four
rounds. But I've never been
so confused at the start of
a tournament. And I still
feel puzzled now.”

Weiskopf, who never had
won a major tourney before
arriving here, had been
red-hot  ths year, taking
three events on the US.
PGA circuit in two months.

The prize money for the
British Open winner was a
modest $14,300. But victory
in the prestige-laden event
carrics a host of endorse-
ments and other fringe ben-
efits which should lift Weis-
kopf. who a few years ago
couldn't afford to play as an
amateur, into the sclect
million-dollar class.

He began the finat round
with a one-stroke lead over
Johnny Miller, 26-ycar-old

Miller made a strong bid.
So did Britain's Neil Coles
and favored Jack Nicklaus.

Miller and Coles shared
second place at 273, one
stroke ahead of Nicklaus.

Coles. a balding Briton
who never has, won an in-
ternational title, fired a
closing 66.

Nicklaus, nine shots off
the pace at the start of the
last round, charged in with
a record 65.

Lee Trevino, who had
wen this event the past two
years, finished with his best
round, a 68, for 289. Palmer
shot a 72 and was tied at 200
with two other former Brit-
ish Open champions. Eng-
land's Tony Jacklin and
Gary Player of South Afri-
ca. Player shot a 69 and
Jacklin a 70.
